For example, Digger will demonstrate some of elec-
tricity’s natural changes by telling the students what to do around downed
power lines. Also, Digger will demonstrate what happens when electricity is
manipulated as objects come into contact with overhead high voltage power
lines. He will also describe the hazards of a natural gas leak and what to do
~| 1if you smell gas. Students are encouraged to participate and ask questions to
- gain more information during Digger’s presentation. We will also leave behind
an 8 page workbook, with a Digger Dog Utility Safety Program completion
certificate for each student. The workbook contains activities such as a word search, maze, and decoding of a secret message that
all serve to build skills found under the Language Arts Standards while reinforcing the safety messages heard in Digger’s show.
